Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS.  These grants will be awarded for specific 
purposes detailed in the attached packet.

(plus ten photocopies) will be accepted from each school meeting requirements as outlined 
in the Grant Requirement Section.  
 
Members of The Foundation Grant Selection Committee are members of the business and 
education community.  The committee will review and rate each grant application based on 
the grant requirements and guidelines attached.  
 
The Foundation will facilitate an annual review of all funded grants.  An end-of-year 
evaluation and budget report will be required from each grant recipient. 
 
All school administrators and teachers from eligible schools in the Clark County School 
District are eligible to apply.  Application may be made by individuals or by teams.  Please 
note that the application deadline is 4:00 p.m., Tuesday, September 18, 2007.  Grant 
award notification will be made to recipients after Friday, October 12, 2007.  If we can be of 
assistance, please do not hesitate to call Shana Venenga or Nancy Seymore at 799-1042.

REQUIREMENTS 
 
The Public Education Foundation, an independent, non-profit community-based organization, is committed 
to support and enhance public education through projects designed to improve student performance in 
preparation for the challenges of this century.  Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS are offered to 
encourage projects that provide opportunities for students to: 
 
 Learn about their community and its cultural diversity through field trips in and around the 

Las Vegas Valley. 
 
 Learn social skills, i.e., menu ordering, practicing acceptable behavior in public places, etc. 
 
 Learn real-life skills, i.e., good nutrition, personal hygiene, child safety, environmental issues 

and how they help everyone, how a checking account works, what function banks play in our 
everyday lives, etc. 

 
 Learn and experience good citizenship through community service work, i.e., helping senior 

citizens, accepting responsibility for their actions, etc. 
 
 Begin thinking about their work careers through exposure to business speakers modeling their 

professionalism and describing qualifications necessary in their field of expertise. 
 
 Learn from opportunities provided by PTAs/PTOs in other schools that are not eligible for 

Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS. 
 
Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS are targeted for those schools within the Clark County School 
District that have an economic status of 40% or greater of low-income student population and/or a heavily 
under-served minority population.  It is the Foundation's goal to involve the parents of the targeted schools 
in these grants. 
 
Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS will be made on a matching funds basis.  The Foundation will 
match four (4) dollars to every one (1) dollar raised by the grant applicant school.  Example: if your school 
raises $500 for this project, the Foundation will provide $2,000 (four times the $500 you have raised) and 
your school will have a total of $2,500 to expend on the project.  If the cost of the project is more than 
$3,750, the school and/or another source must provide the additional funds. 
 
The matching portion of the Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANT can be for amounts up to $3,000 and 
must be used in the school during the project timeline of October through May.

GUIDELI NES  
 
Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS have been established to assist students in targeted K-12 schools 
that may not offer the same enrichment opportunities as in many other schools. 
 
Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS: 
 

• Will focus on projects that have a direct and positive effect on students. 
• Will consider both new and ongoing projects as long as they meet the grant requirements. 
• May be incorporated as an identifiable part of a larger project that includes grants from other 

organizations. 
 

FOCUS ON STUDENTS 
 
Enr ichment Activities 
 
Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS encourage any activities that will help students expand their 
horizons beyond their neighborhood. These activities should help students understand various cultures and 
encourage creativity.  They should also be appealing, affordable, and accessible to family audiences (to 
encourage the students’ parents to participate in them) at a later date. 
 
Social Skills 
 
Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS recognize that projects teaching social skills are important.  
Projects in this category could deal with appropriate behaviors in public places, such as school, restaurants, 
theaters, concerts or athletic events, etc. 
 
Real-L ife Skills   
 
Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS support projects teaching real-life skills to students.  Some 
examples of real-life skills are: 
 

a) learning foods that provide for a good nutritional diet, good personal hygiene, child safety in 
today's society, environmental issues such as how recycling helps everyone; 

b) learning good citizenship through community service work, helping with senior citizens and 
accepting responsibility for their actions; 

c) starting to think about their work careers from business speakers giving real-life descriptions of 
their jobs and the necessary qualifications; 

d) how to find a job, including preparation of a job application; 
e) duties of an employee and acceptable business practices; and 
f) balancing a checkbook and understanding how banks work for individuals. 

 
These activities and skills are important in preparing our students for their future.

IMPORTANT CONSIDERATI ONS 
 
 
 
 

!  Each school may submit only ONE application 
 
!  Student Enrichment EQUITY GRANTS may not be used to supplant School 

District responsibilities 
 
!  Outside consultants and experts, as well as their expenses, will be supported only if 

the expenditure is a necessary part of the overall objective of the project 
 
!  Project must be realistic and well defined 
 
!  Budget request must be reasonable and sufficiently detailed 
 
!  Grant recipients must be willing to share this project with others in the District 

through demonstration, InterAct Conferencing, consulting or in-service 
 
!  Evaluators reviewing this application will give significant weight to the following 

areas: 
 

!  Project provides opportunity for students to participate 
in either enrichment activities, the teaching of social 
skills or real-life skills. 

 
!  Project has realistic goals and the plans to achieve 

these goals are well defined. 
 

!  Project covers all the requirements of the grant 
application, i.e., all items on page 7. 

 
!  Project produces a project plan to allow other schools 

to replicate the activity.
